Hoa &ndash; fire; Tho &ndash; earth) and limestone hills located in Ngu Hanh Son ward. After lunch, transfer
to Hoian to visit Family Chapel built by prominent, merchant or official families as the center ancestor
worship a Chinese style Pagoda or Assembly Hall: Japanese Covered Bridge Pagoda which is the first
bridge on this site and was constructed in 1593 by Japanese community of Hoi An to link the Town with the 
Chinese Quarter across the stream, besides looking at Fukien Association temple, Ceramic Museum and 
Chua Ong Temple.
